This mixture of elements brings out the best of the Albariño varietal, resulting in two brands of international renown: Laxas and Bágoa do Miño. A Gold Medal at the Fiesta de Cambados, the “Zarcillo de Bronce” international awards, León (Spain) and a special mention at the Concorso Enológico Internazionale, in Verona, Italy are the confirmation of years of work and strictly controlled production.

For lovers of good wine, Bodegas As Laxas recovers ancient traditional methods and incorporates the most advanced technologies to process a wine that is excellent for consumption, yet also a part of history.

In these southern, borderlands in Arbo, they have always known the right way to do things.
